



Mathematics:


Which were the biggest/smallest dinosaurs? Non-standard measures


Heaviest/Lightest dinosaurs


Size ordering – bones


How long is the dinosaurs tail?


How many spots are on the dinosaur?  How many spots can you draw on the dinosaur?


Count big dinosaur stomps done by individual children


Have a group construction display and talk about what they have made


Play positioning games


‘Guess the shape’ something like ‘Kim’s Game’


Make a bed for a dinosaur – measuring – xc EAD


Make a book about the different shapes in the environment/and or long and short things





Literacy Development:


Dinosaur Roar! xc with EAD and PD


Act out the story guided by Teacher – xc PD


Harry and his Bucketful of Dinosaurs


Predict outcomes and the ending of each story


Write about favourite part of the story using Harry border


Funny Bones – ID main events and characters in the story


Non-fiction books about dinosaurs


Can the children share a fact that they have learnt?


Can the children label a picture or diagram using one of the non-fiction books


Dinosaurs Love Underpants xc - EAD


Draw their own made up dinosaur and then write its name on it – xc EAD


Make a non-fiction book about dinosaurs  - xc UW


Learn why signs, labels, posters are important/helpful


Write to/about the dinosaur egg


Create a poster telling all the people in school about the dinosaur egg


Label models of dinosaurs/bones and fossils found


Make signs so everyone knows about the Dinosaur Museum


Make a group book about what they have been doing whilst learning about dinosaurs





Communication and Language


Role – play Archeological dig and Dinosaur Museum – use dino fact cards made by children to learn about the topic


Discuss what the children want to learn about dinosaurs


Dinosaur puppet show


Dress up as dinosaurs


Can the children make up a story on their own and in groups of 2-4 about their made up dinosaurs? – xc LD, EAD


Make a list of the different parts/features that dinosaurs have e.g. tails, sharp teeth, horns etc


Make lists where children can share what they know by offering their knowledge and suggestions e.g. what did dinosaurs eat?
