




Science – Light and Dark


TASC: To make an armband to help you see and be seen in the dark.


Knowledge, skills and understanding:


* Pupils should be taught that it is important to collect evidence by making observations and measurements when trying to answer a question


* ask questions [for example, 'How?', 'Why?', 'What will happen if ... ?'] and decide how they might find answers to them

* think about what might happen before deciding what to do


* recognise when a test or comparison is unfair


* use their senses to explore and recognise the similarities and differences between materials


* find out about the uses of a variety of materials [for example, glass, wood, wool] and how these are chosen for specific uses on the basis of their simple properties.


* to identify different light sources, including the Sun


* that darkness is the absence of light


Breadth of Study:


* a range of domestic and environmental contexts that are familiar and of interest to them

* To learn about examples of how Christians belong to Christianity.


* To illustrate a sign of belonging.


* To understand that some Christians Baptize babies


* T o understand about the symbolism of the cross and the candle used in baptism.


* To understand that some Christians Baptize babies


* To understand about the symbolism of the cross and the candle used in baptism.


* T o celebrate Harvest


Breadth of Study


 * To learn about Christianity and how people of this faith ‘belong’.


* Feel positive about themselves through exploring their cultural/religious differences .


* To explore/discuss Baptism through practical handling of items relating to it. E.g. Gown, candle, certificate.

* put their ideas into sentences


* use a clear structure to organise their writing


* vary their writing to suit the purpose and reader


* use the texts they read as models for their own writing.

* how punctuation helps a reader understand what is written.

TASC: No Tasc


 Knowledge, skills and understanding:


To identify dangers of the internet and emails.


To discuss keeping safe on the internet and why it is important.


Children complete activities from the Think U Know website.


Breadth of Study:





To learn how to use search engines to find appropriate pictures for words.


To access Think U Know and understand they they should not give details over the net, e.g. name, age.

TASC: No TASC


Knowledge, skills and understanding:


* identify and describe what places are like [for example, in terms of landscape, jobs, weather]

Music


TASC: TO compose a ‘festivals’ percussion piece.  


Knowledge, skills and understanding:


* Use their voices expressively by singing songs and speaking chats and rhymes. 


* Create musical patters.


* Explore and express their ideas and feelings about music using movement, dance and musical language.


To listen with concentration and to internalise and recall sounds with increasing aural memory. 


Breadth of Study:


* A range of musical activities that integrate performing, composing and appraising.





Numeracy


TASC: No TASC





Knowledge, skills and understanding:


*Solve problems involving counting, adding, subtracting, 


doubling or halving in the context of numbers, measures or 


money, for example to ‘pay’ and ‘give change’.


*Count reliably at least 20 objects, recognising that when 


rearranged the number of objects stays the same; estimate a 


number of objects that can be checked by counting.


* Estimate, measure, weigh and compare objects, choosing 


and using suitable uniform non-standard or standard units and 


measuring instruments (e.g. a lever balance, metre stick or 


measuring jug).


*Use vocabulary related to time; order days of the week and 


.months; read the time to the hour and half hour


*Visualise and use everyday language to describe the position of objects and direction and distance when moving them, for example when placing or moving objects on a game board





Breadth of Study:


* practical activity, exploration and discussion


*using mathematical ideas in practical activities, then recording these using objects, pictures, diagrams, words, numbers and symbols


*u sing mental images of numbers and their relationships to support the development of mental calculation strategies


*estimating, drawing and measuring in a range of practical contexts


*drawing inferences from data in practical activities


*exploring and using a variety of resources and materials, including ICT


*activities that encourage them to make connections between number work and other aspects of their work in mathematics.








PE – Firework Dance


TASC: To create a ‘Firework’ dance.


Knowledge, skills and understanding:


* Explore different skills, actions and ideas with increasing understanding.


* Apply rules and conventions for different activities. 


* Describe, observer and copy what they and others have done.


* Know how important being active is and recognise how their bodies before, during and after different activities. 


Breadth of Study:


* Dance: Use movement imaginatively, responding to stimuli and performing basic skills. 


* Gymnastics: Perform basic skills in travelling, being still, finding a space, and using it safely both on the floor and equipment. 


* Games: Travel with, send and receive a ball and other equipment.  





PSHE & SEAL: Getting on & Falling Out


Knowledge, skills and understanding:


* to recognise how their behaviour affects other people


* to listen to other people, and play and work cooperatively


* to identify and respect the differences and similarities between people


* that family and friends should care for each other


* that there are different types of teasing and bullying, that bullying is wrong, and how to get help to deal with bullying.


Breadth of Study:


* develop relationships through work and play [for example, by sharing equipment with other pupils or their friends in a group task]








History


TASC: To Understand why we remember the Guy Fawkes and the gunpowder plot(-that’s why we have Bonfire night.)


Knowledge, skills and understanding:


* To use common words and phrases relating to the passing of time [for example, before, after, a long time ago, past].


*To recognise why people did things, why events happened and what happened as a result


* To identify differences between ways of life at different times.


*To identify different ways in which the past is represented.


*To know how to find out about the past from a range of sources of information [for example, stories, eye-witness accounts, pictures and photographs, artefacts, historic buildings and visits to museums, galleries and sites, the use of ICT-based sources]


* To ask and answer questions about the past.


Breadth of Study


* To understand the way of life of people in the more distant past who lived in the local area or elsewhere in Britain


*To understand the lives of significant men, women and children drawn from the history of Britain and the wider world.


* To understand past events from the history of Britain and the wider world [for example, events such as the Gunpowder Plot].
